Part of my work has involved an experimentation with new media and methods for engaging philosophical questions through experience. I have developed a set of participatory exercises, that I call the SHAKE, partly inspired by interactive methods for socio-technical integration research (STIR) developed by Erik Fisher and colleagues. The SHAKE exercises have been analysed as gameformances (Pérez et al. 2019), mixing the format of game and performance to create situations that can stimulate and invite participants to explore philosophical/STS ideas starting with embodied, collective, and affective experiences. The SHAKE earned me a Making & Doing prize from the Society for the Social Studies of Science (2022).
